We provide programs 

on-site at schools, at the OSO Academy, at the River-

Park Center in Owensboro and at other locations 

throughout Western Kentucky. The OSO staff works 

closely with school music programs, collaborating 

with our colleagues in music education. We strive to 

encourage school orchestra programs, not only in 

Daviess County, but also in the several counties of  

our region.
